Adobe Connect Lesson Planning

A Template

Your final presentation in the form of an Adobe Connect webinar needs a “plan of attack,” so use this template to help you formulate your plan and share it with the instructor and your critical friend(s). You should submit a draft of your lesson plan/outline to the discussion forum established for you and your critical friend group by the due date given in the calendar, and you are also expected to look over your critical friends’ lesson plan/outlines and give each other constructive feedback.

1. First, give your presentation a title and briefly describe your topic (you may take this from your ID Plan if you wish):





2. Next, briefly describe the target audience for this presentation. Remember that while we, the rest of your class, will be the ones viewing and participating, we do not need to continue our roles as instructional design grad students. We can pretend to be teachers, young students, businesspersons – whoever you want us to be. 




3. List the objectives for your lesson (i.e., “By the end of the presentation, participants will be able to…). Again, this may come directly from your ID Plan, but do not list all of the objectives from the Plan. This would be too much for one session, more than likely. Instead, scale it down to one or two key objectives to discuss:





4. Create a detailed step-by-step list or plan of what will happen during your 15-minute lesson (remember, don’t overplan!), including descriptions of the activity/activities you will engage us in during the lesson. For example, you could introduce the topic for 5 minutes, then engage the audience in an Internet “scavenger hunt” activity for another 5 minutes, then reserve the last 5 minutes for open discussion of what participants discovered. 





5. Describe the instructional materials you will use (and provide them along with this document if they are created already), including PowerPoint slides, any electronic handouts you will send participants, and tools you plan to use within Adobe Connect (such as screen sharing to share your online course with us). It is suggested that you, at minimum, utilize PowerPoint to guide both you and your audience through the lesson as you go through it in Adobe Connect. 





6. Describe how you will assess whether the participants understood the lesson and learned what you intended (obtained the objectives). This might be done in a quick survey within Adobe Connect, or it might be done through open discussion questions for the audience. Or, you might come up with another strategy entirely. Consider what will make the most sense for you, your audience, and your content, as well as what will gain you the most useful and informative feedback.
